In God, I keep praising Your word,
in Adonai, I keep praising His word.
I am under vows to You, O God.

For You have delivered my soul from death
(’ and my feet from stumbling,
that I may walk before God in the light of life.

Read Psalm 56




Day 10

Book 2, Psalm 57 speaks of David praying to Adonai to save him
from his enemies.

Question: Can Adonai deliver us from our enemy's nets?

Key: My heart is steadfast, O God, my heart is steadfast. I will sing,
yes, I will make music.
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Prager: Abba, be gracious to me, O God, be gracious to me,
for in You my soul takes refuge. In the shadow of Your
wings I take refuge, until destruction passes by. I will cry
out to El Elyon, to God who accomplishes it for me. You
will send from heaven and save me. You rebuke the one
trampling on me. God is sending His mercy and His truth.
Awake, my glory! Awake, harp and lyre! I will awaken

the dawn. I will praise You, my Lord, among the peoples.

I will sing praises to You among the nations. For Your

{ lovingkindness is great up to the heavens, and Your truth
to the skies. Be exalted, O God, above the heavens. Let
Your glory be over all the earth! In Yeshua's Mighty Name,

Read Psalm 57




Day 10

Book 2, Psalm 58 speaks of David praying to Adonai to punish the
bad judges and to let the righteous rejoice.

Question: Refers to the evil judges "Do you really speak of justice,
0 “gods™? Do you judge with fairness, sons of man?"

Key: “There really is a reward for the righteous. There really is a
God who judges on earth!”
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Prayer: Abba, break the teeth in the mouths of the
evil judges. Tear out the fangs of young lions, Adonai.
The righteous one will rejoice when he beholds
vengeance, when he washes his feet in the blood

of the wicked.
